Who is a CIT?

Counselors in Training at the ACA are young
teens who enjoy working with kids, want to
build leadership skills, and are ready for a more
in-depth studio art experience.

What do CITs do every day?

CITs work with younger children, learn leader-
ship skills, make art, and have fun! Each day
CITs are assigned to a classroom where they
help out with art projects, drama skits, or
movement games. Part of each day is reserved
for art instruction, cooperative games, and
other group projects.

What's special about this program?
Each week CITs have a studio visit with a local
visual or performing artist, and take field trips
to Arlington Center and beyond (check our
schedule for the weeks when we'll be going to
either the Institute of Contemporary Art or the

DeCordova Museum.)
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What should | bring?

Bring outerwear according to the weather.
Bring a lunch, snack, and a water bottle each
day, along with something to read. Please leave
valuables and electronics at home. Cell phones

may not be used during program hours.

Do CITs get hired for counselor jobs?

Counselors are hired at age 15 or older, on a
space-available basis, for individuals who meet
our high standards. While being a CIT does not
automatically assure that you will get a coun-
selor position should you apply, it definitely
increases your chances.
